· Was an eloquent speaker who "carried the thunder and lightning on his tongue". Although he was from an aristo-cratic family, he was the leader of the peoples' party. His mistress was the intelligent and beautiful Aspasia, whom he was to marry later on in life. Together the couple would host meetings of intellectuals and their wives in their home.

· Built the Parthenon on the Acropolis, employing the poorest citizens.

· Under Pericles, Athens became the most splendid of Greek city-states, both politically and culturally with its fleet, making allies with other city-states in the Delian League against the enemy Persia, and with Pericles' favoritism of art and literature.

· He was re-elected, though, but soon died of the plague that had struck the overcrowded and undernourished city and that killed amongst others his two sons.
