#1 Our Republic reflects the Founding Father’s beliefs by having the people vote on people to make decisions for us rather than the people individually making the decision. If the people all voted on, say a law, not everyone is qualified to make an educated decision. If that happened, we might not get what’s best for our country. The electoral college reminds us how the founding father’s had to include power for the states so that everyone would ratify the new constitution which was formed. Someone might vote for a certain candidate who lacked the proper requierments to become the president of our nation because they liked the way he/she combed their hair.

# 2 The electoral college provision helped maintain states rights, as the Founding Fathers envisioned, by allowing each state to elect its own electors.  This kept all the states happy by letting them take a greater part in electing the president, which gave them a bigger say in government, and they liked that.  At the time, delegates did not want the federal government to get too strong, and take over like a king.  The states also did not want to lose the power they had in the Articles of Confederation.  

The number of electors each state got was equal in number to the amount of senators and representatives each state had.  

#3  The electoral college has not worked as the Founding Fathers intended.  They thought that most elections would be decided in the House of Representatives.  They also believed that only eally famous candidates would win the electoral college.   Today, there are only two candidates, from two parties, that ever win even one state and someone always wins the election in the end.  It was not always like this.  There were no political parties in the days of the Founding Fathers.  Parties started were created as there were disagreements on who should have more power, the states or the federal government. When parties originated, parties then did everything to try and win for their party.  At one time, a party even ran three candidates, each coming from a different region, so that the party would win in the end. Their plan didn’t work.

In the times of the founding fathers, the electors did not have much to do with what the people thought in that state.  Nowadays, all of the electors vote for whom the average people in their state vote for.  

Today, a national campaign is perfectly practical.  The candidates go state to state only in certain states, sometimes stopping at 3 in one day.  In the time of the Founding Fathers, it took weeks to travel through our small nation.  Today, it’s only a two hour airplane ride away.   The internet and TV brings the candidate’s  campaigns across the world in seconds.

Today, the electoral college votes are counted as points, and are awarded months before they actually are cast.  The Founding Fathers did not expect this to happen.  They had to wait for January for the votes to be cast by the electors and then brought by stagecoach.

Today, the election belongs to two candidates, from two parties, who get all the  votes from across the nation, they know they won months before the actually ballots are cast.  They can know who won, even as our nation is so divided against two candidates.  The founding fathers would have never have thought the democracy, and the electoral college would be like it is today.

#4 Almost all of the presidential elections in history could have changed if  the electoral college had not been founded.  So many different people would have voted into the oval office if the presidential election had been decided using a popular vote instead of using the electoral college, especially in the 17-1800’s.  It is most likely that all the elections would have been impractical if there had been a popular vote throughout the country since the 1960’s.  

In the 1836, a party ran three candidates, as this strategy relied on the electoral college system. Entire wars, like the Civil War, could have been altered or never  would have taken place if there had  been no electoral college.  Alliances with other countries could have been mended or broken in WWII if there had been a popular vote, and the great depression could have never existed.  A good example of how the outcome would have been different is the election in 2000 against George W. Bush, and Al Gore.  If President Bush had not have been elected, things would be much different.  The outcome of the 2004 election, and all re-elections in history would be different, as the president who was up for re-election’s approval rating would not have been a factor.  Also, today’s candidates, only campaign in certain ‘swing’ states.  Their whole campaign strategy would need to be changed. The electoral college has altered the course of history far more than many could ever guess.
