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Aqueduct:

· Brought the water to cities.

· The Romans did not invent them.

· 11 aqueducts supplied water to Rome.

· The water could not go too fast or too slow for the aqueduct would erode or stop.

· Lots of planning was need to avoid this problem.

· Aqueducts also sometimes went out of their way to avoid that problem.

· Much of the water from them went to the baths.

Colosseum: (The Big and Famous one in Rome)

· It towered at 15 stories tall.

· Had an awning that took 1000 people to open and close.

· It was not the 1st amphitheater, but biggest one built.

· Emperor Nero built it as a Public Relation campaign.

· Used concrete, which was an amazing Roman invention.

· Opened before it finished like many sport complexes today.

· 19,000 animals died in first 14 weeks, in the opening festival.

Villa:

· Large complexes with houses, temples, and wine pressers.

· Many were self-sufficient mini-cities.

· Slaves took care of everything.

· Lots of entertaining took place inside.

· Walls were brightly painted and decorated.

· They were located out in country.

· They had beautiful floor and wall mosaics.

Emperor Nero:

· He was responsible for building the Colosseum.

· During his rule, a fire destroyed 2/3 of Rome.

· Some people say he started the fire to clear land for his palace.  However, that was false.

· The new palace took up 350 acres smack in the middle of Rome.

· He murdered his wife.

· He also committed suicide as enemy were closing in.

Emperor Augustus Octavius Caesar:

· He was first emperor of the Roman Republic, at age 32.

· At 19 forced into power struggle.

· Murdered many people to advance power.

· He was the one with the idea to form the 2nd Triumvirate.

· People were willing him and accept 1 person leadership as this meant peace from constant fighting.

· He was responsible for making Rome more beautiful.

· 100,000 people came to funeral.

Emperor Hadrian:

· He was called the 3rd of the 5 great generals.

· He gave free schooling to poor people.

· He spent more time abroad then in Rome, showing his concern for providences.

· He loved Greece and spend a lot of time there.

· He build the famous Hadrian’s wall.
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
