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1. Organization, clarity and argument

· Your Abstract is significantly improved in clarity.

· Intro. is clearer; it does the job.  It could be more engaging.

· Lit. Review is much better organized. One point is unclear to me—p. 9, end of section, moving from the point about Tougas to “In conclusion”—the sentences seem to contradict each other.

· Discussion is good on the whole. On p. 31, 1st full ¶ seems to disagree with statements in the previous paragraph. Similarly, on p. 23, the first ¶ seems to contradict the previous. So you could have used clearer transitions and related points better in some places

· Conclusion: OK, but remember that Conclusions always start by re-capping what you set out to do, what method(s) you used, and what you found.

2.  Language: grammar, syntax (sentence structure), word choice and phrasing, tone, style, punctuation 



3.5/4 pts


· Your writing is mostly clear. 

· It is often wordy, i.e.,  it uses more words than needed to make a point. 

· P. 11 contains several typos and language errors. 

· P. 17 near the top repeats the same sentence, making the point unclear.

3. Formatting

· Paper follows APA format overall, including:

· cover page

· pagination with running heads 

· section headings Not APA Style 

· figures & tables  See note below
· Correct and complete APA-style citation within the text and in References at the end of the paper; 

· Figures and tables are relevant and clear; neat and consistent; and have informative captions.
Tables need to be labeled and numbered as tables; they should not be labeled as figures, nor should they be combined with figures as in your Figures 3-10. Your “Figure 1,” which is a table, takes up way more space than it needs to. Also, some paragraphs aren’t indented.

All the things you revised got better—good! Your paper is solid. Next time you prepare a long report, make sure to give yourself time to review graphics and make sure formatting meets audience expectations. I encourage you to continue to work on your writing and to continue to take advantage of things like conferences, practice sessions and even the Writing Center. --KB
