· Say, Thank You for coming today.  We voted For/ against Prep 1 to establish colonies.  

· We voted For/ against Prep 2 to free the slaves.

· We voted For/ against Prep 3 to give woman the rights to citizenship

· We voted For/ against Prep 4 to surrender to the Persians.

· If Prep 4 voted against, say We voted For/ against to executed the speakers who supported surrendering to the Persians.
· Thank you for coming to the assembly today.  Ending statement.
