Phenotype/Genotype: The genotype of an organism represents its exact genetic makeup, that is, the particular set of genes it possesses. However, the phenotype of an organism represents its actual physical properties, such as height, weight, hair color, and so on. Dominate/recessive:  A dominate trait will show up even is a recessive trait is present.  However, a recessive trait will show up only if a dominate trait is not present.
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
